Replace damaged PTO shields before          
operaƟng machine.  

Always wear eye protecƟon. 

Do not aƩempt to remove material or ob-
strucƟons from the blower. 

Never leave the operator’s plaƞorm with the 
PTO engaged.  



OPERATION 

1. Start Up: When you receive your machine it is 
your responsibility to adjust the PTO shaŌ to 
fit your tractor. Failure to do so can cause 
damage to your machine. Damage caused 
from the incorrect length of the PTO shaŌ is 
not covered under warranty. 

2. Adjust discharge in desired direcƟon. The red 
painted area in the rotaƟonal direcƟon holes in 
the front panel indicate the direcƟon of out-
put. Note that direcƟng the airflow to the leŌ 
blows a longer distance, while direcƟng the 
airflow to the right creates more downward air 
flow for more powerful cleaning. Always make 
sure the machine is a sufficient distance from 
buildings, vehicles and people to avoid damage 
from the blown debris. 

3. Raise the machine clear of the ground, carrying 
the machine on the 3-poing linkage. (The rear 
roller is to prevent gouging of the ground    
surface in unintended contact-not a transport 
roller.) 

4. Engage the PTO at tractor idle speed, increase 
PTO up to 540 PTO rpm maximum speed.  

 

SERVICE 

Keep the blower fan clean for best performance. If 
the performance declines, stop the PTO and check 
for leaves or other debris build up in the blower 
fan. 

Spring length for the belt tensioner should meas-
ure 2” to 2 1/8” overall. 

The bearings are sealed and require no               
lubricaƟon.
